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, Rising Team USA figure skater Ivan (Vanya) Desyatov was abruptly suspended just two days before the most pivotal competition of his career due to an allegation of misconduct. A former adult peer accused him of digitally penetrating her, yet in the four months since his suspension, he has had no opportunity to defend himself. His career has suffered significant—possibly irreversible—damage without a hearing. The U.S. Center for SafeSport imposed the suspension without allowing him to present his side, raising serious concerns about due process. The unverified allegation, made by an adult skating peer from his training in Russia, pertains to an alleged incident 10 months earlier at a competition in Croatia. With no witnesses or publicly disclosed corroborating evidence, the case remains a "he said, she said" dispute. Despite this, the suspension was issued publicly, subjecting Desyatov to intense scrutiny and reputational harm without a chance to respond.
Four months later, Desyatov remains in an unparallel suspension given the mitigating circumstances and lack of verifiable evidence, unable to compete or train, when his life and livelihood depend on it. His inability to mount a defense and months long procedural delays has effectively cost two promising athletes, himself and his ice dance partner, an entire season and jeopardized his future career.  Anonymous sources have recently come forward, providing unverified details that were missing from the original testimony. This raises a pressing need for further examination.
Meanwhile, the complainant has publicly shared details of the allegation on social media as fact, resulting in widespread online harassment, cyberbullying, and reputational harm for Desyatov. Foreign media outlets, seemingly in coordination with the complainant’s public relations team, have further amplified the case, effectively conducting a trial by public opinion. This has likely led to significant psychological distress for Desyatov, as he faces the consequences of what some have characterized as an unproven smear campaign.
This controversy has sparked debate over the fairness and transparency of SafeSport’s processes, which are intended to protect athletes from abuse. Critics argue that this case exposes flaws in the system, raising concerns about procedural integrity, potential bias, and the need for reform.
Now, the case is sparking outrage far beyond the skating world. Critics are questioning SafeSport’s handling of allegations, its lack of due process, and whether its mission to protect athletes is being undermined by flawed procedures that end up causing undue harm to countless innocent athletes.















This case has played out publicly, revealing a number of red flags that warrant further examination.

3. Demand a thorough review of procedural flaws within the U.S. Center for SafeSport, using this case as a learning opportunity to implement reforms. All athletes deserve a fair investigation and the right to be heard before suffering reputational damage and psychological harm—especially in an environment where cyberbullying can amplify injustice and prolong uncertainty for potentially hundreds of athletes.

Purpose of This Examination
This document provides context and background relevant to the case, acknowledging multiple perspectives in a one-sided allegation. Some information comes from anonymous sources, and while unverified, it warrants consideration to ensure a fair and thorough investigation.
This is not an attempt to determine guilt or innocence but to present publicly available information, particularly as the complainant has actively launched a public relations campaign, presenting allegations as fact while the respondent has yet to provide a counter-narrative. We also advocate for SafeSport reform to address procedural flaws and accountability.
Concerns Regarding the Investigation
SafeSport has neither expedited the case nor mitigated undue public influence. Meanwhile, the respondent faces cyberbullying without institutional protection. Given SafeSport’s standard of initially treating allegations as true, lengthy investigations have harmed potentially innocent athletes. Advocacy for due process, fairness, and the presumption of innocence is essential.
The complainant’s widespread media campaign has introduced inconsistencies in her timeline, translation discrepancies, and ethical concerns, all of which warrant scrutiny. This is about ensuring justice, protecting reputations, and safeguarding fair investigations.

Their charismatic personalities and engaging social media presence further fueled their rapid rise in popularity, drawing new audiences to the sport. Isabella’s Instagram and TikTok accounts gained immense traction, amassing 380,000 followers within a year. Their performances culminated in a standing ovation at the U.S. Nationals in January 2024, solidifying their place as rising stars in the ice dance world.
